About 40% of the graduates from 

The Complex of Gastronomy and Food Industry Schools continue education at 

Universities and the rest can relatively easily find a job both in Poland and in the 

European Community countries.

The School is located in two buildings situated close to each other. The main 

building on śołnierska Street 49 is the office of the Headmaster.  It  houses 

administration offices, staff room, library, gym, and classrooms. The other 

building on Wyszyńskiego Street houses the food technology workroom. The 

student population of The Complex of Gastronomy and Food Industry Schools 

is 707, taught by 72 well-trained teachers. Languages taught at school are: 

English and German.

• Two fully equipped gymnasiums 

• 21 classrooms equipped with TV sets connected to audio-visual center  

• 7 workrooms or labs where students receive hands-on-training on actual 

equipment used in the workplace today. (Four food technology 

workrooms, consumer service workroom, pastry workroom and food 

examination lab) 

• Computer lab equipped with sixteen computers 

• Audio-visual center
